1. Saved from herself . By nature we are twisted by idolatrous self -interest.
Insecurity is its own form of pride. When we are secure, we think less often
of ourselves and more often of others.

2. Entitled to truth . Too many times we just try to manage our stronghold rather
than being freed from it.
3. Clothed with intention . Just as we dress with a purpose physically, we must do

the same spiritually. We must choose to clothe ourselves with strength and
dignity (Prov. 31:25). Nobody lives in security on accident, it must be deter
mined and intentional.

4. Upended by grace . (Eph. 4:32) Un -forgiveness is rooted in insecurity. We refuse
to forgive because we don't believe God has forgiven us. We must receive the
forgiveness Christ has given us. Grace is the only thing you can give away
and keep. The more you give away, the more you get.

Rebounded by love . We will never move an inch forward in security until we
rest securely in the love of God.
